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CURRICULUM

KS1 | Plants (Science)
This half term the children will complete their topic
on plants. They will continue to learn to identify
and name a variety of common wild and garden
plants and they will be able to explain their basic
structure. The children have been developing
this knowledge through a variety of activities and
experiments.

The Titanic (History)

This half term the children will continue to learn
about the Titanic. This topic has been allowing the
children to develop an awareness of the past, use a
timeline to plot events, debate issues that arose and
compare to how things might be different in the
present day.

Healthy Lifestyles (PSHE)

This half term the children will continue to learn
about aspects related to living a healthy, balanced
lifestyle, including mental health. Through this, the
children have been learning about different food
groups and the benefit of exercise.

J1 Animals Including Humans (Science)
This half term the children will continue to study
animals including humans and how feeding
relationships exist between living organisms
in different habitats. They will also learn about
classification and practise using identification keys.

Anglo Saxons (History)

This half term the children will be looking at Anglo
Saxon settlements, invasions and beliefs. We will
also take a look at their Kings and laws.

Mental Health and Well-being (PSHE)
This half term the Junior children will complete
their topic on mental health and well-being.

)2 Life Cycles (Science)
This half term the children will continue to study
life cycles and to recognise how organisms can
be classified into groups based on common
observable characteristics. They will also reinforce
their knowledge of using classification keys.

Ancient Greeks (History)

This half term the children will take a look at the
empire of the Ancient Greeks, their buildings,
home life and education. They will also explore the
history of the Olympics.

Mental Health and Well-being (PSHE)

This half term the Junior children will complete
their topic on mental health and well-being. We
will also continue to work with the Year 6 children
in preparation for secondary school.
